According to Dr. Kathy Hirsh-Pasek, prominent researcher 

who runs the Infant Language Laboratory at Temple University 

there are six basic principles for parents/caregivers to focus on 

and they include: 

 

·    Children learn what they hear most – frequency matters. 

·    Children learn words for things and events that interest them. 

·    Interactive and responsive environments build language learning. 

·    Children learn best in meaningful contexts. 

·    Children need to hear diverse examples of words and language 

 structures. 

· Vocabulary and grammar develop together.  

 What those principles boil down to is that children need to 

 be talked to often, in meaningful ways and by adults in their 

 lives.

Arizona House Bill 2732 

Last year our State Legislatures passed Arizona House 

Bill 2732 which requires all Arizona Third grade students 

in 2013-14 to pass the AIMS reading test, if a student 

scores are below the grade level they will not be promot-

ed to fourth grade.  Now is the time for parents/

caregivers to sign your child up for a library card and 

make visits to the library a normal routine.

In July, the Library received official notification from 

First Things First to continue their Early Literacy 

Program.  The renewal grant in the amount of 

$25,000 will expand access of educational services 

as well as engage rural and underserved families who 

might not visit the library on a regular basis.  It will 

also impact the bonding of parents and children 

within an early learning environment. Early Literacy 

Stations (children computers), adult and children 

books and software will be used as resources to 

promote the importance of early literacy and school 

readiness.  

Outreach activities will be offered for area early 

childhood centers and preschools including aware-

ness on Arizona’s new Third Grade Promotion Law 

which will begin in 2014.  Curricula and materials 

will be provided to prepare our community’s chil-

dren and families for this requirement.  Story Time 

programs will be scheduled on a monthly basis for 

interested parents, grandparents and caregivers. Ear-

ly Brain Boxes will continue to provide parents and 

caregivers with training tools and strategies to help 

infants, toddlers and preschoolers to develop 

healthy brains.  Special Training on the Early Brain 

Boxes will be offered to the staff members of CRIT 

Head Start, Residential Center and WIC Program to 

ensure the area’s most at-risk populations are pro-

vided with Early Literacy resources.
